Paul tells Timothy not to get involved in endless arguments about myths and genealogies. That won't profit anything.   
Some like to teach. But they don't really know what they are talking about. And they don't realize what the consequences are to what they teach!  

Paul also tells Timothy that Christ Jesus has come to save sinners.

And he wasn't teaching a Gospel that he learned from the other Apostles! 

Paul said that he was called directly by Jesus Christ Himself.

And Paul said he was taught the Gospel he preached by Jesus Himself! 

Gal 1:11 ESV2011 For I would have you know, brothers, that the gospel that was preached by me is not man's gospel.
Gal 1:12 ESV2011 For I did not receive it from any man, nor was I taught it, but I received it through a revelation of Jesus Christ.
Gal 1:15 ESV2011 But when he who had set me apart before I was born, and who called me by his grace,
Gal 1:16 ESV2011 was pleased to reveal his Son to me, in order that I might preach him among the Gentiles, I did not immediately consult with anyone;
Gal 1:17 ESV2011 nor did I go up to Jerusalem to those who were apostles before me, but I went away into Arabia, and returned again to Damascus.
Gal 1:18 ESV2011 Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to visit Cephas and remained with him fifteen days.
RWP - Into Arabia  (εις Αραβιαν). This visit to Arabia has to come between the two visits to Damascus which are not distinguished in Ac 9:22f. In verse 23 Luke does speak of "considerable days" and so we must place the visit to Arabia between verses Gal 1:22; Gal 1:23. 
Don't argue endlessly about myths and genealogies! 
1Tim 1:3 AKJV/PCE As I besought thee to abide still at Ephesus, when I went into Macedonia, that thou mightest charge some that they teach no other doctrine,
1Tim 1:4 AKJV/PCE Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which minister questions, rather than godly edifying which is in faith: so do.
Paul wants Timothy to stay in Ephesus awhile and teach them and make sure they don't go after some false Gospel. 
Those endless Genealogies and the wanting to be teachers of the Old Testament Law. 

This makes it seem that some Judaizers have come into the Ephesian Church to try to make the them get circumcised and keep some of the Old Testament Law. 
That is the same problem that Paul wrote to the Galatians about. 

And many of Paul's churches have Judaizers come in to teach false doctrine when Paul isn't there! 
Some try to teach but don't understand what they are saying or talking about! 
1Tim 1:5 AKJV/PCE Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith unfeigned:
1Tim 1:6 AKJV/PCE From which some having swerved have turned aside unto vain jangling;
1Tim 1:7 AKJV/PCE Desiring to be teachers of the law; understanding neither what they say, nor whereof they affirm.
Paul wants the Christians to be loving and sincere, with pure hearts and a good conscience.

But some have listened the Judaizers who try to convert them to the Old Testament Law. 

UNDERSTAND - There is a fascination in doing religious works. It can draw us in and make us forget faith and grace.

1Tim 1:6 HCSB Some have deviated from these and turned aside to fruitless discussion.

Some of these at Ephesus have gone that way thinking that now they are teachers of the Old Testament Law.

NOTE That Paul is so unhappy with what they are doing – evidently causing a lot of trouble for the Believers – that he has actually surrendered them to Satan! The hope is that they will learn not to blaspheme! 

Paul says more about them in 2 Timothy - 

2Tim 2:15 AKJV/PCE Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.
2Tim 2:16 AKJV/PCE But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness.
2Tim 2:17 AKJV/PCE And their word will eat as doth a canker: of whom is Hymenaeus and Philetus;
2Tim 2:18 AKJV/PCE Who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is past already; and overthrow the faith of some.
These two men Hymenaeus and Philetus are teaching that the resurrection of the dead had already come. 
Possibly their idea was that the resurrection of the Believers has already occurred. 
If that is the case then the problem is that the resurrection of the dead Believers will occur when Jesus comes above this earth and calls out to we Believers dead in the faith and those still alive. And we will go up to be with Christ. 

1Thess 4:16 ESV2011 For the Lord himself will descend from heaven with a cry of command, with the voice of an archangel, and with the sound of the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first.
1Thess 4:17 ESV2011 Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will always be with the Lord.
This coming of Christ for the Church will happen just before the Great Tribulation begins on this earth. 

So if these two men were correct and the resurrection had occurred then the Christians left alive have for some reason missed Christ's catching up of the Church.

And they are left to suffer through the judgments of God that will come on this earth during the Great Tribulation.

So that may be why some of these Christians have lost their faith because of what these two rebels have been teaching them! 

POINT – Keep the faith. Have sound doctrine. Teach the true word of God. Don't drift into incorrect teachings. 

You may lose your faith and lead others to do the same thing!
