Paul says to think about him and his fellow ministers like
this - they are ministers of Christ and stewards = estate
managers of God's mysteries.

Look — If your going to manage somebody's estate people
have to be able to see that your trust worthy.

Luke 12:42 AKJV/PCE And the Lord said, Who then is that
faithful and wise steward, whom his lord shall make ruler over
his household, to give them their portion of meat in due
season?

Luke 12:43 AKJV/PCE Blessed is that servant, whom his lord
when he cometh shall find so doing.

So it is not important - it just a tiny thing - to me that you
all are judging me. This is just per the judgment of mere men.
Paul has told them that their carnal and not spiritual in their
understanding.

So he is not going to accept their judgments and concerns
about him!

In fact, Paul says, he doesn't judge or evaluate (ISV) his own
self!

He's not aware of any thing against himself. But that

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doesn't vindicate him - find him not guilty.
The Lord judges Paul (i.e. his work and attitudes).

So STOP pronouncing judgment before the time when the
Lord will come.

Paul's point is that the judgment of Jesus is what counts
eternally.

Our judgments about each other won't affect our eternal life or
rewards as Paul has already mentioned. See1 Corinthians 3:8-
15.

UNDERSTAND THIS - Here Paul is especially talking about this
tendency among these Corinthian's to form into factions that
are it seems fighting to some degree about their preferences
in ministers. This is harming the Church and has to stop. This
starts in 1 Corinthians 1:10-17 is continuing to this point.

The Church can make judgments when for example someone
is refusing to stop a serious sexual sin and must be removed

for the health of the Church and their reputation for Holiness
in the community. See 1 Corinthians 5:1-5.

When the Lord comes He will shine the light on shady
(doubtful, dishonest) things that are concealed, hidden.

The Lord will reveal the motives of hearts!

Now Paul is still talking about not thinking too highly of
human beings. He began talking about this in Chapter 1.

And here Paul explains to these Corinthians that in all of
this discussion he has used himself and Apollos as
examples as he has worked to illustrate all of these
problems this Corinthian Church has.

He has done this to help them understand what he is saying.

He wants them to learn to not think beyond what the
scriptures say.

Paul wants them to stop being puffed up in pride thinking of
one minister as better than the others.

What you have you got from God!!

1Cor 4:7 AKJV/PCE For who maketh thee to differ
from another? and what hast thou that thou didst not
receive? now if thou didst receive it, why dost thou

It seems there is some sarcasm in Paul's tone here.
This is what these Corinthians think about their situation.

But now Paul will talk about just how hard the situation is for
himself and the other Apostles.

It seems to Paul that God has set he and the other Apostles
out as men condemned to death!

A spectacle for the world, the angels, and people to just
stare at!

1Cor 4:9 ISV For it seems to me that God has put us apostles
on display in last place, like men condemned to death. We
have become a spectacle for the world, for angels, and for

This is a hard description. Paul clearly feels discouragement.

The Corinthians feel like everything is great.
For Paul the situation is dangerous and hard.

The world thinks that Paul and the Apostles are despicable
weak fools!

Of course, they do this for the sake of ministry for Christ.

But the Corinthians (it seems) are noble, perhaps respected, in
strong positions, and wise . . . but maybe not really that wise in
Spiritual matters. Paul has said this in 1 Corinthians 1:26, 3:10.

Paul says that the Apostles are hungry, thirsty, naked,
knocked around, and they don't have definite lodging.

They work with their hands for money to live, at times
reviled and persecuted but blessing but suffering.

NOTE - In the letter to the Philippians 4:12, written perhaps 5
or so years earlier, Paul said that he has experienced times of
want such as described here, and times of abundance of

THOUGHT - Paul wants these Corinthians to understand that
their position is very good compared to his at times.

But he willingly suffers and continues preaching to help them
and the other churches.

Paul is the Corinthians Spiritual father.

1Cor 4:13 AKJV/PCE Being defamed, we intreat: we
are made as the filth of the world, and are the
offscouring of all things unto this day.

1Cor 4:14 AKJV/PCE | write not these things to
shame you, but as my beloved sons | warn you.
1Cor 4:15 AKJV/PCE For though ye have ten
thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye not many
fathers: for in Christ Jesus | have begotten you
through the gospel.

1Cor 4:16 AKJV/PCE Wherefore | beseech you, be ye
followers of me.

WARN THEM - Paul may be concerned that with their childish
spiritual perceptions and arrogant attitudes they may fall into
the false teaching that troubled the early church. See the
thoughts below on 1 Corinthians 4:16 where Paul begs them to
follow his example.

If they had as many as 10,000 guides, they don't have
many fathers. Paul is talking about Spiritual Fathers here.

NOTE - The KJV has “instructors” = paidagogos . .. i.e. a
servant whose office it was to take the children to school.

Paul is their Spiritual Father.

He became their father establishing the Church there through
preaching the Gospel to them.

Paul can't go to see them at this time. So he has sent
Timothy as his representative to see the Corinthians. He is
going to teach these Corinthians and remind them about the
things that Paul is teaching in all of the Churches.

We might say that Timothy is going to bring them back up to
speed on what they need to understand about the Gospel of
Jesus Christ that Paul teaches to all of the Churches.

As we have seen, some of these Corinthians are proud!
They are thinking way to highly of themselves.
And they are even judging Paul who is their Spiritual Father

and the Founder of their Church.

It has not been very long since Paul was there with them. Only

So Paul asks them if they want a fight with him or not??
